5.1 Service Park  Information

and from 0900hrs Wednesday 28th July for all other competitors.  

Teams requiring extra large sites and Competitors who wish to share facilities or require adjacent 

bays must submit their request via the Service Park Requirements Form with their entry 

documentation before Friday 9th July 2010.

The Service Park has a grassed surface and has the following facilities:

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A wash down bay is provided by the Organisers and is included in the Road Book.  Due to a 

water shortage, no high-pressure water blasters are to be used by crews in the Service Park.  

A Hot Work area has been allocated within the Service Park for any welding 

Services will be provided for oil and general rubbish disposal.  Competitors will be responsible 

for the removal of large items such as damaged body panels etc.   

 A detailed Service Park plan will be included in Rally Guide 2. 

 

5.3 Service and Refuel -Kenilworth  
Due to some competing vehicles still having the additional driving lights/pod affixed and tyres 

from the Friday night stage, there is an Additional Service and Refuel Zone for APRC and ARC 

competitors at Kenilworth (19 kms from Imbil) prior to the start of the first grave stage on 

Saturday 30 July.

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7: FUEL/TYRES 
 

Most service stations in Brisbane and on the Sunshine Coast sell 91, 95 and 98 RON 

unleaded petrol as well as diesel. In Imbil, the Friendly Grocer store sells unleaded 91, 

unleaded 95 and Diesel. The use of leaded fuel in Australia (including AVGAS) is not 

permitted. 

 

7.1 Ordering of Fuel  
Competitors may source their own fuel or order Shell WR 102 Fuel through Shell Racing 

Solutions at simon@shell-racing.com.au 

Prior to Wednesday 28 July, fuel ordered by teams will be delivered and stored at the Service 

Park. Any teams who are testing and require access to their fuel before Wednesday 28 July 2010 

can contact the Service Park Manager, Mr. Paul Woodward for access. 

 

7.2 Fuel Storage 
Competitors and Service Crews are advised that it is a requirement of the Queensland 

Government that all fuel be stored in a specially constructed fuel compound. The Organizers will 

have a fuel storage compound in the Service Park adjacent to the refuel area. Crews are required 

to store all their fuel in this storage compound before, during and after the rally. This storage 

facility will become operational on the evening of Wednesday 28 July 2010. 

On completion of refueling, containers must be returned to the fuel storage compound. 

 

7.3 Tyres  
All Competitors in the Australian Rally Championship must use the Kumho Control Tyre.

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8.2 Compulsory Third Party Insurance  
Third Party Insurance policies for Queensland registered cars will require an extension for motor 

sport, available from their insurer.  

 

8.3 Driving in Queensland and Licensing Requirements  
Queensland Transport has given special dispensation on vehicle registration for international 

entrants with an ñEvent Permitò so all vehicle details on Entry Documents held at Rally 

Secretariat will be used as evidence of registration and compliance in Country of Origin. 

Licences must be carried at all times when driving in Queensland. A valid overseas driverôs 

licence for the same class of vehicle in English is required. If not in English, an International 

Permit is acceptable. 

 

8.4 Driving laws  
¶ All vehicles travel on the left side of the road. 

¶ Do not travel faster than the sign-posted speed limits. 

¶ All occupants of a vehicle must wear seatbelts at all times. 

¶ Use of a hand held Mobile phone while driving is an offence and can result in a fine of
