Service Vehicles, management vehicles and reconnaissance vehicles, including those 
bearing special plates issued by the Organisers, may never be considered as official 
participants of the Rally. They are therefore not covered by the Insurance Policy of 
the Rally and will remain the sole responsibility of their owner. 
 
In the event of an accident involving property damage, the competitor or his/her 
representative must notify the Clerk of the Course in writing within 4 hours. They 
must provide full details including names and addresses of those involved and any 
witnesses. 
 
Crews involved in accidents resulting in property damage, are advised that they may 
be required to pay up to the first AUD$5,000.00 of any claim to rectify such property 
damage. 
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 6. Advertising and Identification:  
 
6.1 Competition numbers, advertising and Driver’s and Co-driver’s names will be in 
accordance with Article 15 and 16 of the 2010 Regional Rally Championships 
Sporting Regulations and the FIA Asia-Pacific Rally Championship Regulations.

6.2 Service Plates must be placed on the INSIDE of the windscreen in the Top Left 
Hand Corner on all Service Park vehicles.  
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7 Tyres  
 
7.1 The use of studded or spiked tyres is prohibited under pain of exclusion. 
Refer also to the 2010 FIA Regional Rally Championship Sporting Regulations 
Article 53 and Appendix V.  
 
7.2 Tyres used on the Super Special Stage are to be of similar type (i.e. loose surface 
rally tyres) as crews will use on Heat 1 Special Stage 3 
 
7.3 The use of rally tyres during Reconnaissance is prohibited. 
 
8 Fuel  
 
Fuel shall comply with the provisions of the FIA International Sporting Code, 
Appendix J Article 252/9.  
 
8.1 The use of unleaded commercial petrol available at petrol filling stations 
complying with Article 252 is permitted. 
 
8.2 Distribution during Rally  
Refuelling Zones (RZ) will be established in specially constructed fuel compounds at 
the Imbil Service Park and at the remote refuelling point at Kenilworth as per the 
Road Book.  
 
9. Reconnaissance  
 
9.1 Procedure for registration  
Before starting Reconnaissance, all crews must supply the Organisers with full details 
of the Reconnaissance vehicle on the form in Rally Guide 2 and present at 
Documentation.  
 
9.2 Competitors will be issued with a pass covering each stage and valid for two (2) 
passes over the course. This pass must be presented and endorsed by an official at the 
start of each Special Stage of Reconnaissance or at any other location on request 
where instructed.  
 
9.3 Each Reconnaissance vehicle will be issued with a set of numbers to be displayed 
on the top corner above the co-driver of the front windscreen and the top right hand 
corner of the rear-facing windscreen for identification. These numbers must be affixed 
in the vehicle for the entire duration of Reconnaissance.  
 
 9.4 The speed of the vehicles during Reconnaissance on all special stages in the 
forest shall be 50 km/h and all crews are required to strictly adhere to this limit. 
Officials using Speed Cameras and Radar Guns will monitor the speed of the vehicles 
used for Reconnaissance. If a vehicle is deemed to be exceeding the speed limit, a 
sign bearing the word STOP will be shown to the driver who MUST stop and report 
to the Official.

9.5 Competitors are advised that the Queensland Transport Operations (Road Use 
Management) Act will remain in effect for the duration of Reconnaissance and that all 
road rules must be observed (eg complying with advisory signs, obeying speed limits 
imposed and keeping left) at all times. Crews are reminded that the roads are not 
closed to other road users and caution is required. Fines for exceeding the 
reconnaissance speed limit are as follows: (1st Offence) $25.00 per 1 km over posted 
speed, (2nd Offence) $100.00 per 1 km over posted speed, (3rd Offence). Other 
infringements or excessive speeding during the Rally will be referred to the Stewards 
for the application of a penalty that may go as far as exclusion from the event.  
 
9.6 Tyres used in Reconnaissance are to have a maximum groove width and depth of 
8mm and no other opening in the tread may be greater than 12mm (worn rally tyres 
are not to be used). Tyres marked M&S having a non-aggressive tread pattern may be 
used but only after a written application by a competitor has been approved by the 
Clerk of the Course or his representative.  
 
 9.7 The Reconnaissance schedule is published in Appendix 2. This schedule must be 
adhered to. 
 
 9.8 The Organisers can at their discretion allow reconnaissance on Friday 30 July on 
application. 
 
9.9   Reconnaissance of the Super Special Stage may be carried out at any time form 
Wednesday 28th July. This is a public road and locations of the chicanes will be 
marked in chalk on the road. 
 
10. Administrative Checks  
 
10.1 The venue for Administrative Checks will be at Rally HQ.  
Place: Surfair Marcoola Beach Resort, 923 David Low Way, Marcoola Beach  
Time: Wednesday 28 July 2010 from 0900hrs to 1800hrs.  
Those competitors who wish to complete Administration checks before this time may 
apply to do so in writing to the Permanent Secretariat by Friday 16 July 2010.  
 
10.2 Documents to be presented.  
The following current items will be checked:  
Competitor (Entrant) Licence  
Driver and Co-Driver competition licence  
Driver and Co-Driver civil driving licence  
ASN stamp/visa for Foreign Competitors  
Current Affiliated Car Club Membership card (Australian competitors only)  
Third Party Insurance Extension (Queensland Registered and vehicles on 
Unregistered Vehicle Permits (UVP) from other Australian States) 
 
For all APRC competition, reconnaissance and service vehicles imported for this 
Event are advised the organisers have obtained an Event Permit issued by the 
Queensland Transport Department that covers all On Road Registration. 
 
This Permit is available from the Organisers from Saturday 24 July and must be 
carried in the vehicle at all times. 
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11. Scrutineering, Sealing and Marking  
 
Competitors are required to hold an Administration/Documentation Clearance Form 
prior to Scrutineering. Competition numbers, Rally Plates and Advertising decals 
shall be affixed to the car before attending Scrutineering. Windscreen numbers will be 
provided at Scrutineering. 
 
11.1 Programme of Scrutineering  
Venue 1;  Imbil School Complex, Edward Street, Imbil.  
 Date/Time; 29 July between 1100hrs and 1400hrs. 
Venue 2; Pedders, 125 Sugar Road, Maroochydore 
Date/Time; 29 July between 1700hrs and 2030hrs. 
All Teams are to provide vehicle stands and car jacks when delivering their Teams 
cars to Scrutineering. 
  
11.2 In Car Cameras  
Competitors are advised that any in-car video or moving film cameras must be 
installed in the vehicle prior to scrutineering so the cameras and mountings can be 
inspected.  
 
11.3 Election of Preferred Times  
The Scrutiny Schedule will be published in a Bulletin on Tuesday 27 July. 
Competitors who wish to be allocated a scrutineering time in conjunction with another 
competitor or at a certain time period must advise the Secretariat prior to 1300hrs on 
Monday 26 July  
 
11.4 Windows  
The fitment of anti-shatter film (transparent or tinted but not silvered) on the side 
windows is mandatory.  Refer Appendix J, Article 253.11 of the FIA International 
Sporting Code.  
 
11.5 Marking and Sealing  
The FIA Technical Delegate will seal/mark all cars contesting the FIA Asia-Pacific 
Rally Championship. Other cars will be sealed/marked at the discretion of the 
Organisers.  
Cars are to be presented with holes drilled for the possible application of wire seals. 
This requirement relates to the restrictor, gearbox and differentials both fitted on the 
car and as spares.  
 
11.6 Clothing and Safety Apparel  
It is a requirement that all competing crews comply with the regulations for safety in 
relation to overalls, HANS Devices, balaclavas, gloves, boots and underwear. Refer 
Appendix L of the International Sporting Code.  
 
11.7 Hot Work Area  
All Hot Work Areas within the Service Park require a minimum of a 9kg Fire 
Extinguisher. 
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12 Other Procedures:  
 
12.1 APRC Registered Drivers and Co-Drivers may be required for promotional 
purposes from Wednesday 28 July 2010 between 1900hrs and 2100hrs and on Friday 
30 July 2010 between 0900hrs and 2100hrs. Details of any requirements will be 
published in a Bulletin to be issued before 1700hrs on Tuesday 27 July.  
 
12.1.1 All competing vehicles must be placed in the Rally Show in Fred Chaplin 
Circuit, Sunshine Coast Industrial Park by 1700hrs on 30July and may be delivered to 
that venue by a representative of the Competitor. The pre-start car park will open 
from 1630hrs and closes at 1700hrs. Penalty for late arrival will be $25.00 per minute.  
 
Crews wearing their driving suits must be present in the Rally Show area at 1800hrs 
to complete autograph signing, media or Organisational commitments. Penalty for late 
arrival will be $250.00.  
 
12.1.2 The Starting Ceremony is compulsory for all competing crews and will take 
place at:  
Venue:   Fred Chaplin Circuit, Sunshine Coast Industrial Park, Caloundra 
Time:   Friday 30 July at 1845hrs  
Maps to the Pre-Start location will be available at Documentation. 
 
12.1.3 Cars will not be subject to Parc Ferme conditions at this location.  
 
12.2. Cars are scheduled to leave the start area in convoy at 1900hrs and will 
complete a number of circuits of the stage to warm up the vehicles and proceed to 
TC0.  
 
12.3 Starting Intervals and Start Order:  
The starting order for each Day will be determined in accordance with article 41 of 
the FIA Regional Rally Championship Sporting Regulations. The starting interval for 
APRC Competitors cars will be a minimum of 2 minutes with the exception of SS1 
and SS2 (see article 12.5 below) 
 
12.4 Time Card changes during the Rally:  
Time Cards will be issued at the following Time Controls:  
TC0, TC 2B, TC 
 6B, TC6D, TC10B, TC 10 G, TC 15B TC15D. 
 
12.5 Starting System for Special Stages:  
The start will be by a Digital Display Clock. Timing on stages will be to 1/10th of a 
second. 
 
12.5.1 Super Special Stage 
The Super Special Stage at Sunshine Coast Industrial Park will be run under Super 
Special Stage Regulations as per 2010 FIA Asia-Pacific Rally Championship Sporting 
Regulations Article V4.37. 
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For the purpose of Article 49.2 of the FIA World Rally Championship Sporting 
Regulations, each pair of Super Special Stages (SS1 and SS2,) will be considered to 
be one Special Stage. 
 
 
12.5.2  Start procedure for Super Special Stage  
 
i) Cars will be batched in groups of 2 or 3 cars. The Organisers reserve the right to 
determine the running order of cars on the Super Special Stage and within each group 
of 3, and also to alter the interval between cars within a group.  
 
 
ii) From TC 0 each group will depart at the same time (first group at 1900 hrs Friday 
30 July)  
 
iii) Cars should leave TC 0 on the same minute but in order 1, 2 then 3 in single file. 
Upon arrival at TC 1 there will be a single arrival point in the control zone.  
 
 iv) At the start of the stage, the 1st car will be given a start time that is on a complete 
minute, the 2nd car will be on 15 seconds past the minute, and the 3rd car will be 30 
seconds past the minute. There will be marshals directing cars in a single file between 
TC and Start line 
  
v) On the due start time, 1st Car will start in the normal manner when the time shows 
HH:MM:00 seconds. Once the 1st Car starts, the 2nd Car must immediately move up to 
the start line from which the Car has just departed.  
 
vi) The 2nd Car will start when the display clock shows HH:MM:15 seconds  
 
 vii) The 3rd Car will start when the display clock shows HH:MM:30 seconds  
 
viii)) It is the crew's responsibility to start on the correct time and Jump Starts will be 
penalised.  
 
After the first running of the Super Special Stage, cars will proceed directly to the 
next TC at the start of the stage using the normal check in procedure for a road 
section.  
 
12.5.3.  Warning lights on Super Special Stage  
 
12.5.3.1 Warning lights will replace yellow flags on the Super Special Stage 
unless there is a technical failure.  
 
 
12.5.3.2 A flashing yellow light or waved red luminated baton will signify that the 
stage is blocked and those cars should reduce speed and proceed carefully and directly 
(but not using the track in an opposite direction) to the Stop Point. The stage may be 
re-run. 
 
Failure to comply with this rule will entail a penalty at the discretion of the Stewards.  
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Gravel Special Stage Starts 
 
12.6 The starting official will show the Driver a 1minute board then a 30 second 
board as part of the countdown. The driver will then observe the display clock and 
start on the minute.  
 
A false start will be detected by a photocell placed in front of the start line.  
 
12.7 Flexi-Service 
Flexi-Service will operate in accordance with Article 46 of the FIA Regional Rally 
Championships Sporting Regulations and Article 46.3 of Article V4-FIA Asia-Pacific 
Rally Championship and will be available for all 20 and 45 minute Services. 
 
12.8 Early Check In:  
Competitors may book in early at TC2A, TC10D, TC10F and TC18C without 
penalty.  
 
12.9 Retirement:  
Any crew retiring permanently from the rally must report such retirement to the 
organisers as soon as possible using the Telephone number in the road book and 
lodging the “Withdrawal Form” in the road book with a Competitor Relations Officer 
or a Senior Official. Failure to comply will be liable to a sanction at the Stewards 
discretion.  
 
12.10 Traffic Offence Notice/Statutory Traffic Regulations:  
Upon entering every Parc Ferme, competitors are required to notify a Competitor 
Relations Officer in writing if they or any member of their team have received a 
Traffic Offence Notice. The submission of an entry is also an agreement that the 
Queensland Police and Queensland Transport may advise the Organisers of the details 
of any Notice issued. The Stewards of the Meeting shall apply penalties.  
 
 
12.11 Accident Procedures/Yellow Flags:  
Crews should refer to the page in the front of the Road Book which deals with the 
action that must be taken in the event of an accident or if a Yellow Flag is displayed 
on the course. Failure to adhere to these requirements will be reported to the Stewards 
of the Meeting for consideration of exclusion or other penalty.  
 
In the event of an accident involving property damage, the competitor or his/her 
representative must notify the Clerk of the Course in writing within 4 hours. They 
must provide full details including names and addresses of those involved and any 
witnesses. 
 
Crews involved in accidents resulting in property damage, are advised that they may 
be required to pay up to the first AUD$5,000.00 of any claim to rectify such property 
damage. 
 
12.12 Anti-Doping Policy (Prohibited Substances):  
CAMS Anti-Doping Policy regulates the control of prohibited substances. 
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Drivers, Co-Drivers and crews may be breath tested at any time during the 
competition in accordance with the Procedure for Alcohol Testing contained in the 
Medical Services/Requirements of the General Regulations of CAMS.  
 
12.13 Finish Procedure and the Finish of the Rally:  
 
The finish of the rally will be at TC 18C. From there competitors must follow the 
directions of Officials to drive over the finish ramp and into the final Parc Ferme.  
 
The Top 3 registered crews in the APRC will cross the finish ramp in the following 
order:  
3rd placed car on the ramp, interviewed and park as directed by officials.  
2nd placed car on the ramp, interviewed and park as directed by officials.  
1st placed car will remain on the ramp after receiving the Winners Awards for photo 
session.  
 
The 3 winning crews will then proceed to the awards ceremony podium at the base of 
the ramp for presentation of trophies, national anthems and flag raising, champagne 
shower and photo shoot.  
 
All finishing competitors will be directed to the finish ramp in finishing order, 
 
12.14 Removal of Cars from the Final Parc Ferme.  
All cars must be removed from the final Parc Ferme at the latest by 1930hrs on 
Sunday 1August 2010, providing the Stewards have authorised the Parc Ferme to be 
opened.  
 
12.15 Traffic Offences/Speeding. 
Infringements or excessive speeding during the Rally will be referred to the Stewards 
for the application of a penalty that may go as far as exclusion from the event.

A summons to attend the final Scrutineering will be given to the competitors chosen 
by the Stewards. The cars will be collected from the Ceremonial Finish and taken to 
Scrutineering by the driver or a team representative duly designated in writing, 
accompanied by a representative of the Organisers. 
 
A sufficient number of mechanics with tools must follow each chosen car, should the 
Scrutinisers wish to dismantle the car. All Teams are to provide vehicle stands and car 
jacks when delivering cars to Scrutineering.
