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Welcome and Introduction from the Clerk of the Cour se 
 

Dear Rally enthusiast  
 
It is indeed my pleasure to welcome you to “IROQ”, the International Rally of Queensland, 
Australia’s second FIA sanctioned event of 2010.  
 
IROQ is in it’s second year as a round of the prestigious FIA Asia Pacific Rally Championship, 
and coincides with the 43rd running of a round of the Australian Rally Championship by the 
Brisbane Sporting Car Club. 
  
As well as competitions for the APRC and ARC crews, IROQ welcomes for the first time crews 
from the Australian Rally Competition for Classic Cars, and welcomes back crews for the now 
familiar All Comers Rally.  We are expecting great competition from crews in all these 
categories and the Organising Team have gone to great lengths to put together an event which 
will test competitors, whilst at the same time providing them with an enjoyable weekend of 
rallying in the challenging roads of South East Queensland.  
Highlights of this year’s event include 
 

· Two runs over a spectator oriented Super Special Stage ( the “Coates Hire Shootout”) at 
Caloundra; 

· 276 kms of Special Stages for APRC, ARC & QRC competitors 

· The introduction of an endurance event for ARC competitors, whereby the event is a two 
day one heat event, rather than the two day two heat format of other ARC events 

· Shorter Special Stage distance for Classic and All Comers Rally crews, involving 114 kms 
and 100 kms of competition on Saturday and Sunday respectively, and more flexible 
servicing arrangements to assist these more mature vehicles (and in some cases 
crews!) to complete the event.  

· Separate Podium Finishes and Award Presentations for Classic and All Comers.  

· Post event scrutiny at Imbil. 

Reconnaissance of the forest stages can be completed in one day, and we are suggesting that 
APRC and ARC competitors attend on the Thursday, with all others attending on Friday.  
Given the distance to be covered, we are also suggesting that crews inexperienced in writing 
pace notes take their time to prepare them thoroughly on one run, rather than rush to do two 
runs with the consequent possibility of making errors.  
 
I wish to thank the Sunshine Coast Regional Council and Queensland Events for their belief in, 
and financial support of the event – without their backing the event would simply have not gone 
ahead.  The event would also not have gone ahead without the support of the many hundreds 
of loyal volunteers who give of their time freely and willingly to make this prestigious event 
possible.

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ORGANISATION 
  
ARTICLE 1  -  ORGANISATION  
  
1.1 The Australian Rally Championship (“ARC”) component  of the International Rally of Queensland  will be 

a National Championship Special Stage Rally, run under the provisions of the International Sporting Code of 
the FIA, the National Competition Rules (NCR of the Confederation of Australian Motorsport Ltd (CAMS), the 
National Rally Code, the Australian Rally Championship Regulations, these Event Supplementary Regulations 
and any Bulletins authorised under the ARC regulations. 
 
The Event will be conducted under and in accordance with CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Policies, 
which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au. 

1.2 The Queensland Rally Championship  (“QRC”) component of the event will run as an additional competition 
under the conditions for the 2010 Queensland Rally Championship Regulations and the Queensland Rally 
Handbook as appropriate. Where there is any divergence between those regulations and the ARC Regulations 
and these present Regulations, the ARC Regulations and these present Regulations will apply.  
 
There will also be separate competitions for the Australian Rally Competition for Classic Cars (“ACR C”)  
and the All Comers Rally (“ACR”).   Competitors in these events will be seeded separately from the ARC and 
QRC. ACRC competitors may run at the front of the event, whilst ACR competitors will run at the rear.       
Both groups will not traverse all of the special stages to be traversed by the ARC and QRC competitors. 
 
Any Bulletins or Communiqués issued will apply to the ARC, QRC, ACRC and All Comers where appropriate.

 ARTICLE 3  -  EVENT DESCRIPTION 
  
3.1 For ARC and QRC  competitors the length of the rally will be 812.10 km including 18 Special Stages which 

have a total distance of 275.97 km.    See Itinerary - Appendix 1 
 
For ACRC and ACR  competitors, there will be 15 Special Stages which have a total distance of 214.52 km. 
 
Two of the Special Stages in all competitions have a tarmac surface  
 

3.2 The ARC event will be considered to be one competit ion over the full period of the event and will 
publish separate results for each Leg and for Overa ll .  For QRC competitors the Event will consist of two 
Heats on successive days. Competition in the second Leg/ Heat will be conditional on the vehicle having 
started in the first Leg/Heat but not necessarily finishing that Leg/Heat.  Competition in the second Leg/Heat 
will however only be available to those vehicles completing Leg One/Heat One or being placed in the 
overnight parc fermé prior to 0030 hrs on Sunday 1 August  and notifying the organisers in writing of their 
intention to restart thirty minutes prior to Stewards Meeting No 2, the time of which will be notified on the 
Notice Board. 

  
ARTICLE 4  -  VEHICLE ELIGIBILITY  
  
4.1 For the ARC, vehicle eligibility will be in accordance with the Rally / Road Section of the 2010 CAMS Manual 

of Motor Sport- National Rally Code, 2010 Australian Rally Championship Regulations - Part 1 Sporting 
Regulations and Part 2 –Technical Regulations. 

4.2 For the Queensland Rally Championship , entries will also be accepted for road registered 
vehicles which comply with either (a) CAMS Off Road Production 4WD category or (b) the 
regulations relating to Groups AO, A1 or A2 of CAMS Cross Country Rally Technical Regulations. 
Entrants in these categories will not be eligible for any points or awards.

For Vehicle Eligibility for Classic Rally Cars refer to the Rally / Road section of the on-line CAMS 2010 Manual of 
Motor Sport (www.camsmanual.com.au ). 
 
For the ACR, vehicles must comply with the Rally / Road Section of the 2010 CAMS Manual of Motor Sport – 
National    Rally Code, Schedule R – Requirements for all Rally Cars. Whilst compliance to the letter of 
existing rally categories is not necessary, it will be a requirement for cars to be generally within the spirit of 
those rules. The specification of any car not complying with a CAMS Rally Car category/group published in 
the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport is required to be submitted to the Organisers. The Organisers reserve the 
right to reject any entry at its absolute discretion.

Vehicles registered in Queensland under the “Transport Operations (Road Use Management—Vehicle 
Registration) Regulation 1999” require a Compulsory Third Party Insurance (CTPI) extension v alid for this 
event . 
 
 
Vehicles not registered in Queensland must have doc umentation to confirm registration under an 
approved Scheme in another State, or an Unregistere d Vehicle Permit issued in Queensland with an 
accompanying Compulsory Third Party Insurance certi ficate valid for the event. 
 

 
ARTICLE 5  -  COMPETITOR ELIGIBILITY  
  
5.1 For a crew and vehicle to be eligible for Australian Rally Championship points the driver of the vehicle must 

be registered with CAMS for the 2010 ARC. 
 

5.2 As a round of the Queensland Rally Championship , only drivers and co-drivers who have registered in 
accordance with the requirements of the 2010 Queens land Rally Handbook will be eligible for points in 
the QRC. 
 

5.3 Vehicles with a driver or co-driver who are eligible for the Queensland Rally  Championship  may be 
entered in the ARC section of the event and also be eligible for Awards and Points in the QRC. 

5.4 
 
 

Where Competitors enter only the Queensland Rally Championship  part of the event, the crew will not be 
eligible for ARC Awards or Points. They will also not be eligible to be seeded with the ARC crews. 
 

5.5 Both driver and co-driver shall hold, as a minimum, a current CAMS National Rally licence. Co-drivers who 
will not drive during the event may hold a National Rally Navigator Only Licence. 
 
Apparel : Crews must wear at minimum the apparel outlined in Schedule D of the 2010 CAMS Manual of 
Motor Sport. Apparel must be presented at Pre-Start Scrutiny. 

  
ARTICLE 6  -  ENTRY FORM, ENTRIES AND ENTRY FEE 
  
6.1 Entries may be made by email using the Entry Form available for download from the event website. 

Registered Drivers may use the generic Entry Form provided as part of the registration package. The 
disclaimer form is to be signed by the competitor, driver and co-driver and presented at documentation. 
 
Competitors entering by email must pay by credit card and will be charged a 3.5% credit card fee. Entries 
for these persons will only be accepted when the cr edit card details have been supplied. 
 

6.2 Entries may also be made by sending the completed entry form together with the appropriate fee to the 
address below.

6.6.2 Additional service vehicle registrations will be $90.00 per vehicle (to be registered before the close of 
Documentation). A maximum of 4 Service personnel will be registered per service vehicle and each one must 
sign or have their permanent ID number shown on the service vehicle registration form.

ARTICLE 7  -   SERVICING AND REFUELLING  
  
7.1 Up to 3 service vehicles per competing car starting the rally may provide service throughout the rally. These 

vehicles must be clearly identified by means of “Service” plates issued by the Organisers and affixed to the 
centre top of the windscreen . 
 

7.2 A remote Service for ARC competitors will be provided before Special Stage 3.

7.4  

In the Service Park, cars may only be washed by use of a sponge from a bucket. Where oils, solvents and 
degreasing fluids are used all residues must be securely contained and not be allowed to come in contact 
with the ground. The use of pressure cleaners is prohibited. Breaches noted by an official of the rally will 
result in a report to the Stewards with a recommendation that a fine be applied. 
 
All Hot Work areas within the Service Park require a minimum of a 9kg Fire extinguisher located 
therein.    
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7.5 
 

 
An optional  car washing facility will be available on each entry  to the Service Park and will be identified 
in the roadbook; approval is granted for the crew alone to use this facility.   

  
ARTICLE 8  -  OVERNIGHT PARC FERME’ 
  
8.1 ARC cars will be required to be placed in overnight Parc Ferme’ at the Sunshine Coast Airport after Special 

Stage 2, and at SurfAir the end of Heat 1. 
 

8.2 QRC, ACRC and ACR cars will not be required to attend overnight Parc Ferme’ on either Friday or Saturday 
nights.  
 

 
 
ARTICLE 9 - RECONNAISSANCE   
  
9.1 Crews will be issued with a pass covering each stage and valid for two (2) passages over the course.  This 

pass must be presented to and endorsed by an official at the start of each Special Stage during 
reconnaissance.  
 

9.2 Each reconnaissance vehicle will be provided with a number to be placed on the top left corner of the front 
windscreen and the top right corner of the rear-facing window for the purposes of identification when in the 
forest.  These numbers must be affixed to the vehicle for the entire duration of reconnaissance. 
 
 

9.3 The maximum speed limit applicable on all special stages and other unsealed roads during reconnaissance 
shall be 50kmh and all crews are required to strictly adhere to this limit. Under NO circumstances are crews to 
travel in the opposite direction to the set course. 
 

9.4 The speed of the vehicles being used for reconnaissance will be monitored by Officials using Speed Cameras 
and Radar guns. If a vehicle is deemed to be exceeding the speed limit, a sign bearing the words “STOP” will 
be raised. Drivers MUST stop and report to the Official.  
 

9.5 During reconnaissance, roads WILL NOT be closed and crews are advised that they DO NOT have priority 
over other road users.  Members of the public may also be using these roads and may be travelling in 
opposing directions. 
 

9.6 Crews are also advised that the Transport Operations (Road Use Management) Act will remain in effect for the 
duration of reconnaissance and that all road rules must be observed (eg complying with advisory signs, 
obeying speed limits imposed and keeping to the left). Officials will be on course to police these regulations. 
 

9.7 Reconnaissance will be available between 0700 hrs and 1700 hrs as follows;  
 

- Thursday 29 July for ARC competitors (with APRC ent rants)  
-  Friday 30 July for all other competitors.  

 
Competitors may seek approval from the Organisers to vary these arrangements.   
 

9.8 The Reconnaissance Schedule is attached as Appendix 2 and must be adhered to. 
 

9.9 Reconnaissance may be carried out in any road-registered vehicle. Advertising, underbody protection, safety 
equipment and internal navigational aids are permitted. 
 

9.10 The carrying of radar detectors in the vehicle during reconnaissance is prohibited.

9.12    

The tyres to be used are to have a maximum groove width and depth of 8mm and no other opening in the 
tread may be greater than 12mm. (worn rally tyres are not to be used) Tyres marked M+S having a non-
aggressive tread pattern may be used, but only after a written application by a competitor has been approved 
by the Clerk of the Course or his representative. Tyres which were previously shown on the FIA approved list 
of recce tyres for Rally Australia are also allowed. 
Reconnaissance of the Super Special Stage my be carried out at any time from Wednesday 28th July. This is a 
public road and location of chicanes will be marked in chalk on the road. 
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ARTICLE 10  -  VEHICLE ADVERTISING 
  
10.1 Those competitors, who have paid the Entry Fee accepting advertising proposed by the Organisers, will be 

supplied with the additional sponsor signage. This signage must be affixed in area G as per the diagram in 
Appendix 3.

ARTICLE 11  - DOCUMENTATION AND SCRUTINY

Vehicles not Regionally Scrutineered must attend for scrutiny & turbo scrutiny at Pedders, 125 Sugar  Road 
Maroochydore  on Thursday 29 July  between 1800 hrs  and 2100hrs  or on Friday 30 July  between 0900 hrs  
and 1500 hrs according to a schedule to be published in a Bulletin.  
 
Regional scrutiny may be undertaken in accordance with ARC Technical Regulations Art 5.1 with the prior 
approval of the Chief Scrutineer Dave Wood ph Mb 0418 197 608. 
 
Vehicles required to attend the Shakedown & VIP ride day on Friday will be required to present for scrutiny on 
Thursday.  
 
A penalty of $5.00 per minute will apply for any lateness.  
 
Vehicles entered in the ARC and the QRC are to be p resented with holes drilled for the possible 
application of wire seals. This requirement relates  to the restrictor, gearbox and differentials both 
fitted on the car and as spares. 
 

11.7 Competitors are advised that any in-car video or moving film cameras must be installed in the vehicle prior to 
scrutineering so that the camera and its mounting can be inspected. 
 

11.8 Following the final control of the rally those vehicles selected for post event scrutiny plus any others 
nominated by the Stewards will proceed to the Imbil School Multipurpose Building. 
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RUNNING OF THE RALLY 
  
ARTICLE 12  -  RUNNING OF THE RALLY  
  
12.1 A ceremonial start in which all crews and their vehicles must participate will be held on Friday 30 July from 

1830  hrs  
 
The organisers will locate a staging area which is not considered a parc ferme’ at the Sunshine Coast 
Industrial Estate at Caloundra prior to the ceremonial start. It is the entrant’s responsibility to ensure that their 
vehicle is placed in this staging area at their due time between 1630 hrs and 1730 hrs  on Friday 30 July. 
 
A penalty of $5.00 per minute will apply for any lateness.  
 
It is not necessary for a member of the crew be the person who places the vehicle in the staging area. A map 
of the location and direction will be provided with the road book.  
 
Any competitor whose vehicle does not report to the staging area by 1730 hrs will be subject to a penalty of 
$500 unless prior approval has been granted by the Clerk of the Course.  
 
All crews are required to be in attendance in the Staging Area in their driving suits from 1800 hrs.                  

  
  
  
12.2 Cars are scheduled to leave the ceremonial start area in convoy at 1900 hrs. There will be no fixed intervals 

between each car and a time card will not be issued. 
 

12.3 Cars may start Heat 1 Stages 1 and 2 in packets of three at 15 second intervals – see Article 12.4 below.

Super Special Stage (“SSS”)  
 

(a) The  SSS at the Sunshine Coast Industrial Park will be run under Super Special Stage Regulations as 
per the 2010 FIA Regional Rally Championship Sporting Regulations Article 37.  

 
(b) Crews will contest the SSS in “pursuit” format in groups of 3 cars starting at 15 second intervals from 

the same location on the Special Stage. The interval between the first car in each group of 3 cars will 
be 2 minutes subject to the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.  

 
(c) The Organisers reserve the right to determine the running order of cars on the SSS and within each 

group of 3, and also to alter the interval between cars within a group. 
 

(d)  An interruption to the running of the SSS will be signalled to drivers by the illumination of yellow 
flashing lights or red luminated batons, or both, positioned at the Start and at each of the 2 chicanes 
on the SSS. When given this signal the driver must immediately reduce speed to less than 60 kph and 
follow the instructions of any marshals or other officials.  Failure to comply with this Rule will result in 
a report to the Stewards for determination of a penalty. Crews affected by an interruption may be 
given a re-run by the Clerk of the Course.  
 

Start procedure for the Super Special Stage.  
 

(a)  Cars will be batched in groups of up to 3 cars. 
 

(b) Within each group each car will be nominated as “A”, “B”, or “C” which will determine where they start 
in the group, with A starting first, then B and then C. 
 

(c) At the start of the Stage, cars nominated A will be given a start time which is on a complete minute, 
cars nominated B will be on 15 seconds past the minute, and cars marked C will be 30 seconds past 
the minute. Marshals will direct cars in a single file between TC 1 and the Start Line.  
 

(d) On the due start time, and using a countdown clock, Car A will start in the normal manner when the 
time shows HH:MM:00 seconds. Once Car A has started, Car B must immediately move up to the start 
line from which Car A just departed. 
 

(e) Car B will start when the display clock shows HH;MM;15 seconds. 
 

(f) Car C will start when the display clock shows HH;MM:30 seconds.  
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(g) It is the crew’s responsibility to start on their correct time. Jump starts will be penalised.   

 
(h) After the first running of the SSS cars will proceed directly to the next TC at the start of the second 

stage using the normal check in procedure for a road section but checking in at the point nominated by 
the letter A, B or C (identical to the arrival at TC 1). 

 
 
 

12.6  Warning lights on the Super Special Stage.  

(a) Yellow warning lights will replace yellow flags on the SSS unless there is a technical failure. 
 

(b)  A flashing yellow light (or waved luminated red baton) will signify that the stage is blocked and that 
cars should reduce speed to less than 60 kph and proceed directly and carefully (but not travelling in 
the opposite direction) to the Stop Point. 
 

(c) There will be 2 yellow light locations on the stage. 
 

12.7. Tyres to be used on the SSS must of a similar type to that to be used on Special Stage 3 – i.e. loose 
surface gravel tyres.

  13.4 After booking in at the Time Control at the en try to the Service Park at the end of Heat 1 (TC10B ), 
competitors in the QRC, ACRC and ACR are free to le ave and will be given a card with their due time at  
the Time Control for exit from the Service Park pri or to the commencement of Heat 2 (TC10G). They 
will not be required to visit Time Controls 10C,10D ,10E and 10F. 
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MISCELLANEOUS 
  
ARTICLE 14    INSURANCE 
  
 Crews involved in accidents resulting in property damage are advised that they may be required to pay up to 

the first $5,000 of any claim to rectify such property damage. Refer Appendix I of the CAMS Manual of Motor 
Sport for further details regarding insurance cover.  
 

  
ARTICLE 15 - ACCIDENT PROCEDURES/YELLOW FLAGS 
  
 Crews should refer to the page in the front of the roadbook which details the action which must be to taken in 

the event of an accident or if yellow flags are displayed on the course. Failure to adhere to these requirements 
will be reported to the Stewards of the Meeting for consideration of exclusion or other penalty. 
 
A copy of the SOS/OK sign (minimum size 620 cm2) is required to be carried in the vehicle at all times. Those 
crews who require an A4 laminated version may purchase one at documentation at a cost of $5. 
 

  
ARTICLE 16 – ANTI-DOPING POLICY (USE OF PROHIBITED SUBSTANCES) 
  
 The CAMS Anti-Doping Policy (refer CAMS web site, Licensing, Competitors 

http://www.cams.com.au/content.asp?PageID=Competitors&ObjectID=5 ) is recognised as an integral 
component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such. In any areas where the National Competition Rules 
and the Anti-Doping Policy conflict, the Anti-Doping Policy will take precedence.   
 
During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the 
competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition 
activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the 
day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A. In addition, the 
persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and 
CAMS Anti-Doping Policy.  
 
Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official 
(CATO) or other drugs by the Australian Sports Anti-Doping Authority (ASADA) at any time during the event.  
�
 

  
ARTICLE 17 – SHAKEDOWN & VIP RIDE DAY 
  
 Those crews seeded 1 to 10 plus three other crews at the Organisers discretion must attend the Shakedown & 

VIP Ride Day on Friday 30 July  at the times shown in the Programme unless they have chosen to conduct 
recce on Friday (see Article 9.7). Each of these crews will be required to participate in the following activities: 
 

 ·  0830 hrs Shakedown Service Park open 
·  0915 hrs Compulsory Briefing – Maroochy Showgrounds 
·  0930 – 1000 hrs Pace-noting of the section of road to be used 
·  2 Shakedown runs  Driver and Co-Driver only in the car 
·  VIP rides Series sponsors (1 per crew) 
·  VIP rides Organisers sponsors (1 per crew) 
·  VIP rides  Competitor’s sponsors (2 per crew) 
·  1200 hrs Shakedown finishes 
 

 All vehicles taking part must have the event rally plates/numbers and other event signage affixed prior to the 
commencement of Shakedown. Further details concerning the location will be provided at a later date. 
 
All passengers will be required to register and sign the compulsory disclaimer before riding in a competition 
vehicle. No team may place a passenger in a competition vehicle without the permission of the Organisers. 
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ARTICLE 18 - PROTESTS 
  
 Protests, if any, must be lodged in accordance with Part XII of the NCR and the 2009 ARC Regulations. 
  

 
ARTICLE 19 - POSTPONEMENT, ABANDONMENT OR CANCELLATION
